Temporary Agency Workers (Prevention of Less Favourable Treatment Bill)

This CLP call’s upon our Member of Parliament ​​​​​​​​​​​​​_____________________ to be present in the Chamber of the House on Friday 22nd February 2008 to vote for Andrew Miller MP Private Members Bill on Temporary and Agency Workers (Prevention of Less Favourable Treatment).      
This Bill will improve the working lives of hundreds, probably thousands, of our constituents.

Compared to permanent employees the majority of agency workers in the UK lose out in terms of pay, holiday and company sick pay as well as family friendly rights. 
This CLP agrees it is time to end the exploitation of UK agency workers and to introduce laws that give them the recognition they deserve and the equality to which they should be entitled to in a just society.

The Temporary and Agency Workers Bill, promoted by Andrew Miller MP, would outlaw discrimination against agency workers.  It is backed by the CWU,T&G, AMICUS, GMB, UCATT, Unison, as well as the TUC.

It will be recalled that a commitment to the Agency Workers Directive was part of the Warrick Accord secured by unions’ affiliated to the Labour Party. Labour Party Conference, copperfastened this pledge.

Private Members Bill requires 100 MPs as a minimum to receive its second reading and therefore our Member of Parliament’s support will be instrumental in helping the Bill progress to the next stage.
