I’m writing to you on behalf of all our members in your constituency to ask you to add your voice to the growing list of MPs who are supporting the campaign calling on the government to abandon its plans for privatisation of Royal Mail.

We are gravely concerned about the government’s plans for privatisation and would like to see the government think again their proposals. I would urge you to strongly reject the idea that Royal Mail and the postal service should be privatised.
The recommendations within the Hooper Report regarding the partial privatisation of Royal Mail are in direct conflict with current Labour Party policy, which was created at Warwick, Warwick 2, and last year’s Labour Party conference.
