We know that the lack of information from the talks frustrates us all. As previously communicated the talks have been held in confidence at the instance of the TUC. 

Royal Mail this week has chosen to brief all staff, take adverts out in newspapers and write to your home addresses. THESE ARE THE SAME PEOPLE WHO SAY THEY WANT AN AGREEMENT. The CWU have stuck firmly with the Confidence clause in a bid to secure a deal. Royal Mail cannot say the same.

A full update is expected from CWU imminently and as soon as we hear anything it will be forwarded accordingly.

You have a clear choice. Nobody wants to strike and it is a last resort. On Friday and Monday you either break the strikes and work with managers who stand idly by whilst Royal Mail is run to the ground - resulting in increased workloads, no progression from part-time to fulltime and more pay freezes or you stand on the picket line alongside your union reps and work colleagues to protect all our futures.
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
